3 1/4-20 x 3/4” Flat Head Socket Cap Screws 6 Rubber Coated Washers
4 6” Cable Ties 4 O-Rings (only two are needed)

1 Front Gasket
1 Back Gasket

YOU WILL ALSO NEED:
Set of hex wrenches, set of hex bit sockets, stubby hex wrench set, in-lbs (Nm) and ft-lb torque wrench

STEP 1 Read and understand all steps in the instructions before starting the 
installation. Park the motorcycle on a hard, level surface and turn off 
the ignition. Let motorcycle cool. Remove main fuse.
THE END USER’S SAFETY DEPENDS UPON PROPER INSTALLATION OF 
THIS PRODUCT. IF A STEP IN THESE INSTRUCTIONS IS NOT WITHIN YOUR 
CAPABILITIES OR YOU DO NOT HAVE THE CORRECT TOOLS, HAVE YOUR 
DEALER PERFORM THE PROCEDURE. IMPROPER INSTALLATION OF THIS 
PRODUCT COULD RESULT IN DEATH OR SERIOUS INJURY.

ACCIDENTAL VEHICLE START-UP COULD CAUSE DEATH OR SERIOUS

STEP 2 Remove the existing air cleaner, filter, breather bolts and breather 
assembly, backing plate, and gasket.

Remove the seat. Remove the two existing Torx screws securing the rear 
of the fuel tank; save the screws for later.
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STEP 3 Remove and discard the two screws securing the retention clip; 
disconnect the connector from the clip; discard the clip. Remove and 
discard the support bracket.

Secure the wiring away from moving parts, pinch points, or extreme 
heat. Kuryakyn will not provide warranty coverage on any electrical 
component that fails due to pinched, crimped, broken, abraded, 
melted, or frayed wires.

Reinstall the fuel tank with the two screws removed in Step 2.

STEP 4 Locate and disconnect the motorcycle’s ignition coil connector.

Note: Refer to your motorcycle’s service manual for assistance.

STEP 5 Refer to PIC 3. Locate provided controller.

STEP 6 Refer to PIC 4. Feed the controller’s ignition coil connectors wire 
through an open slot of the frame, under the seat area.

STEP 7 Refer to PIC 5. Connect the controller’s ignition coil connectors (male 
and female) to the motorcycle’s connectors that were disconnected in 
Step 4.

STEP 8 Refer to PIC 6. Unfasten the screw secured to the battery’s negative 
terminal, and set any connected wires safely away from the battery. 
Locate the controller’s Negative Wire Ring Terminal. Fasten the 
controller’s negative ring terminal, and any other wires that were 
previously connected, to the battery’s negative .

Note: If applicable, feed the controller’s wire with the terminal ring 
through the frame of the motorcycle to gain access to the battery, and 
prevent future pinching on the wire.

STEP 9 Refer to PIC 7. Feed the controller’s 3-pin connector wire through an 
open slot of the frame, under the seat area. Position the wire over the 
top of the rear cylinder head and down and behind the throttle body. 
Do not tie these wires off to the frame or other cables just yet.
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STEP 10 Set the whole controller within a safe open space located in the frame 
under the seat area.

Note: The 6-pin connector, located on the opposite side from all of the 
other wires, does not connect to anything. It can be wrapped in electrical 
tape and tucked off to the side with the rest of the module.

STEP 11 Refer to PIC 8 through 10. Locate provided Breather Manifold, Front 
Gasket, and Back Gasket. Align and place front gasket on the front of 
the breather manifold, and the back gasket on the back of the gasket. 
Be sure that the holes of the gasket align with, but do not cover, the 
three holes on the manifold.

STEP 12 Refer to PIC 11. Locate provided two (2) Breather Bolts, two (2) 
O-rings, and two (2) Rubber Coated Washers.

STEP 13 On the front side of the Breather Manifold, press the O-rings into the 
indented circles located in each of the mounting holes of the Manifold.

STEP 14 Insert the Breather Bolts through the Manifold. Ensure the bolts 
capture the O-rings.

STEP 15 On the back side of the Breather Manifold, place the Rubber Coated 
Washers over the end of the Bolts.

STEP 16 Refer to PIC 13. Align and fasten the Breather Manifold assembly to 
the cylinder heads with the Breather Bolts; ensure the O-rings remain 
in place.

Determine if additional Rubber Coated Washers are necessary to take 
up any remaining space between the breather legs and cylinder heads. 
If none are necessary skip to STEP 17.

Carefully remove the Breather Bolts; add Washers as required. Again, 
ensure that the O-Rings and Gasket remain in place; tighten the 
Breather Bolts.

Note: Make sure the controller’s 3-pin connector wire is position behind 
the installed Breather Manifold. 
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STEP 17 Refer to FIG 1. Locate the provided Hypercharger ES Air Cleaner 
assembly. Dismantle the air cleaner assembly. Make note as to how it 
is assembled, it will help for reassembly.

- Remove two (2) outside edge screws from cone, and loosen the
two (2) inside edge screws

- Remove the cover by pushing it to the left
- Remove two (2) screws and two (2) washers attaching the air filter
- Remove air filter from backer plate assembly

STEP 18 Refer to PIC 14. Locate provided three (3) 1/4-20 x 3/4” Flat Head 
Socket Cap Screws. Align the Backer Plate mounting holes with the 
Breather Manifold. Insert the screws into the mounting holes of the 
Backer Plate and fasten it to the manifold. Fully tighten hardware.

TORQUE VALUE FOR BACKPLATE SCREWS:
40-60 IN-LBS (4.5-6.8 NM)

STEP 19 Refer to PIC 15 and 16. Locate the Air Filter and two (2) Button Head 
Cap Screws and (2) Washers that were removed in Step 17. Place the 
washers onto the screws. Align the air filter mounting holes with the 
Backer Plate stand offs. Fasten the Air Filter to the Backer Plate by 
using the screw and washer combos. Fully tighten hardware.
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STEP 20 Refer to PIC 17 and 18. Locate the Cover. Be aware that there is a tab 
located on the left back side of the cover that will align with a notch on 
the left back side of the backer plate.

STEP 21 Refer to PIC 19. Slide the cover over the air filter assembly starting 
from the back side of the bike and pushing it towards the front of the 
bike. Be sure the tab of the cover is seated properly in the notch of 
the backer plate. Push the cover forward. There should be a little gap 
between the cover and the cone of the assembly.

STEP 22 Refer to PIC 20 and 21. Locate the two (2) socket head cap screws that 
were removed in Step 17. Insert the screws into the outside edge holes 
of the cone. As you tighten the screws the cover should pull forward, 
closing the gap between the cone and cover. Fully tighten all four (4) 
screws in the cone.

STEP 23 Refer to PIC 22. Connect the Hypercharger’s servo motor connector 
with the controller’s 3-pin connector. Use the provided 6” cable ties to 
fasten the controller’s wires to other secure cables or the frame of the 
bike to secure the wires out of the way.

SECURE THE WIRING AWAY FROM MOVING PARTS, PINCH POINTS, OR 
EXTREME HEAT. KURYAKYN WILL NOT PROVIDE WARRANTY COVERAGE 
ON ANY ELECTRICAL COMPONENT THAT FAILS DUE TO PINCHED, 
CRIMPED, BROKEN, ABRADED, MELTED, OR FRAYED WIRES.

STEP 24 Reinstall main fuse. Turn ignition on and test newly installed 
Hypercharger ES air cleaner. Turn ignition off.

STEP 25 Reinstall the seat, and battery cover if applicable.

FINAL
